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Head-to-head:
This is the last of four meetings on the year between the Wolf Pack and the Rocket, the top affiliate of the Montreal Canadiens, and the second of two Laval visits to the XL Center.  The Wolf Pack have logged a regulation loss and a shootout defeat in the last two encounters, both in Laval, after a 2-1 overtime victory October 25 in the only previous XL Center clash.  The Wolf Pack’s Joey Keane (1-1-2) and Boo Nieves (0-2-2), and Charles Hudon (1-1-2) and Phil Varone (0-2-2) of the Rocket, are the only multiple-point scorers thus far in the series.  In the three-year history of the rivalry, the Wolf Pack are 2-3-1-1 in seven battles with Laval, 2-0-0-1 here at home.
Wolf Pack Notebook:
The Wolf Pack (27-13-5-5, 64 pts.) had a franchise-record 12-game home winning streak snapped in their last action, a 2-1 loss to Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Wednesday night here at the XL Center.  That was the Wolf Pack’s first regulation defeat in a one-goal game all season (9-1-5-5).  Ryan Dmowski scored the only Wolf Pack goal, his third in 19 AHL games on the season.  Vincent LoVerde and Shawn McBride had the assists.  Adam Huska made 17 saves.  The Wolf Pack, who have at least a standings point in 13 of their last 18 games (10-5-3-0), still own the AHL’s best home-ice record, with a mark of 20-2-0-2 (.875) in 24 games.
Rocket Notebook:

The Rocket (23-21-5-2, 53 pts.) come into tonight’s game in a three-way tie for the last playoff spot in the North Division, with Toronto and Syracuse.  This is the fourth of five straight road contests for Laval, which is 0-2-1-0 in its last three games after a 3-2 loss in Utica Wednesday night.  The Rocket had 1-0 and 2-1 leads in that game, on goals by Otto Leskinen and Yannick Veilleux, but the Comets scored the last two, including the game-winner by Reid Boucher 36 seconds into the third period.  Laurent Dauphin assisted on both Laval goals, for his first multiple-point game since being acquired by the Canadiens organization in a trade with Nashville January 7.  Cayden Primeau made 16 stops, as Laval outshot the Comets 30-19.
