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Head-to-head:
This is the last of six meetings on the year between the Wolf Pack and the Hershey Bears, top affiliate of the Washington Capitals, and the last of three Hershey visits to the XL Center.  After last night’s 1-0 home loss to the Bears, the Wolf Pack are 2-1-2-0 in the season series, and the two clubs have split a pair of games here in Hartford.  The Wolf Pack’s Steven Fogarty is the leading scorer in the series, with 4-2-6 in four games, and among players currently on the Hershey roster, Shane Gersich (2-1-3), Brett Leason (1-2-3 in 3 GP) and Liam O’Brien (0-3-3) share the team lead.  All-time vs. Hershey, the Wolf Pack are 31(W)-31(L)-2(T)-5(OTL)-2(SOL) in 71 meetings, and 13(W)-19(L)-2(T)-1(OTL) here at home.
Wolf Pack Notebook:
Last night’s defeat to the Bears was the second straight loss, and third in the last four games, for the Wolf Pack (31-17-6-5, 73 pts.), who still maintain the AHL’s best home points percentage (.804), despite a 1-3-1-0 record in the last five home outings.  Last night was the Wolf Pack’s first home shutout-against of the season, and Hartford’s 17 shots-against tied a season low.  Last night was also the first game all year, and the first since December 15, 2017 vs. Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, in which the Wolf Pack did not allow the opposition a single power play.  J-F Berube made 16 saves, in his fifth start in seven games since joining the Wolf Pack, and Vinni Lettieri had a personal season-high five game point-scoring streak (3-4-7) snapped.  
Bears Notebook:

The win last night over the Wolf Pack was the fourth victory in the last five games for the division-leading Bears (36-18-3-3, 78 pts.), who are now 8-3-1-0 in their last 12 games and 11-4-1-0 in their last 16.  Vitek Vanecek stopped all 30 Wolf Pack shots in the Hershey net, for his second shutout of the season, and he has won four straight decisions, allowing at total of only two goals-against on 78 shots in his last three starts.  Ed Wittchow scored the game’s only goal, his fifth in 21 AHL games on the season, tying his AHL career high.  Brian Pinho had an assist, giving him points in four of the last five games (4-1-5), and the other assist went to Shane Gersich, who also has points in four of the last five (1-3-4).
