The Wolf Pack are 6-1-0-1 in the season series, including victories in three of the previous four matchups here in Hartford.  The Wolf Pack’s Vinni Lettieri is the leading scorer in the series, with 5-4-9, and Jack Studnicka is the top Providence scorer, with 4-2-6.  In the all-time series, the Wolf Pack have a record of 101(W)-70(L)-8(T)-14(OTL)-9(SOL) in 202 meetings, with a mark of 55(W)-32(L)-5(T)-7(OTL)-2(SOL) at home.
Wolf Pack Notebook:
The Wolf Pack (31-19-6-5, 73 pts.) are looking to snap a four-game losing streak tonight, a drought that began with a 3-2 defeat to the Bruins here are the XL Center last Sunday.  The Wolf Pack’s last action was a 4-1 setback at Springfield Sunday.  Ryan Dmowski tallied the lone Hartford goal in that game, his fourth in 30 AHL games on the season, with Ty Ronning and Nick Ebert assisting. Bruins Notebook:

Rookie Jack Studnicka, the Bruins’ point-scoring leader (23-26-49 in 59 GP) had an assist, giving him at least a point in six straight games (3-5-8) and ten of the last 11 (5-8-13).  Brendan Gaunce was held off the scoresheet, after stringing together an 11-game point-scoring streak (7-7-14).
