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Head-to-head:
This is the first of four meetings on the year between the Wolf Pack and the Rocket, the top affiliate of the Montreal Canadiens, and the first of two Laval visits to the XL Center.  The two clubs split a two-game series last season, the Wolf Pack winning 3-1 here in Hartford October 7 and the Rocket responding with a 5-2 victory ten days later in Laval.  Steven Fogarty led both teams in scoring in the series, with 2-1-3, and Lukas Vejdemo (1-1-2) and Alex Belzile (0-2-2) were among a group of four players who topped Rocket scorers with two points apiece.  In the two-year history of the rivalry, the Wolf Pack are 1-2-0-1 in four battles with Laval, 1-0-0-1 here at home.
Wolf Pack Notebook:

Former Wolf Pack and NY Ranger defenseman Joel Bouchard is in his second season as the Rocket’s head coach, and Rocket forward Dale Weise played 194 games in a Wolf Pack/CT Whale uniform from 2008-09 through 2010-11 (57-54-111, 251 PIM).
