This is the third of four meetings on the year between the Wolf Pack and the Devils, top affiliate of the New Jersey Devils, and the second of two XL Center visits for Binghamton.  The first was this past Saturday night, when the Wolf Pack defeated Binghamton by a score of 5-2.  The season’s first encounter was October 19 in Binghamton, and the Wolf Pack pulled out a 4-3 overtime win that night.
