This is the first of six meetings between the Wolf Pack and the Phantoms this season. Each of the first three meetings will take place at 
PeoplesBank Arena. The sides will meet again tomorrow (6:00 p.m.) then on Saturday, Nov. 22. The final three meetings will take place 
at the PPL Center in Allentown, PA. The first of those meetings will take place on Saturday, Dec. 20. A season ago, the sides split six 
games, with each team getting points in five of the six meetings.
