This is the third of six meetings between the Wolf Pack and the Penguins this season. It is the second of three visits to the Connecticut capital for the 
Pens. The Pens have won each of the first two matchups, starting with a 2-1 triumph on home ice on Oct. 11 in the season opener for both clubs. 
Owen Pickering scored the game-winning goal 3:33 into the third period that night. On Oct. 17, the Penguins spoiled the home opener at 
PeoplesBank Arena with a 5-2 victory. The Pens rushed out to a 2-0 lead on goals from Rafaël Harvey-Pinard and Atley Calvert. Avery Hayes then 
made it 3-0 with a power play goal 5:57 into the second period. That goal would stand as the game-winning tally. Gabe Perreault recorded his first 
professional goal 16:24 into the middle frame for the Wolf Pack, making it 3-1 at that time. Danton Heinen recorded three assists in the victory. The 
Penguins have won each of the last eight meetings between the clubs. The Wolf Pack are 0-7-1-0 during that span. Hartford’s last victory over Wilkes-
Barre/Scranton came in Hartford on Apr. 19, 2024, by a final score of 3-2.  
 
Wolf Pack Notebook: 
The Wolf Pack snapped a seven-game losing skid on Tuesday with a 3-2 overtime victory in their ‘School Day Game’ against the Springfield 
Thunderbirds. Nikita Alexandrov and Logan Mailloux built a 2-0 lead for the visitors, scoring at 13:08 and 16:16 of the first period, respectively. 
Mailloux’s strike came on the power play, making it eight straight games in which the Wolf Pack have surrendered a power play goal. Justin Dowling 
started the rally 3:11 into the third period, scoring Hartford’s first four-on-four goal of the season from the left-wing circle off a feed from Casey 
Fitzgerald. Brett Berard then went end-to-end at 6:59 at the end of a penalty kill, working into the left-wing circle and beating Vadim Zherenko with a 
low shot. In overtime, Fitzgerald converted from the left-wing circle in the final minute off a pass from Dowling, scoring his first goal of the season to 
give the Wolf Pack two points. Fitzgerald and Dowling each recorded two points (1 g, 1 a) in the victory. Callum Tung earned his second career 
victory in net, making 21 saves.  
 
Penguins Notebook: 
The Penguins won their fourth straight on Saturday night, 3-1 over the Thunderbirds. Raivis Ansons broke the ice just 2:20 into the game, lighting the 
lamp for the first time this season. Boko Imama then made it 2-0 at 12:51. His second tally of the season would stand as the eventual game-winning 
goal. Rutger McGroarty’s first goal of the season came 1:06 into the second period, extending the lead to 3-0. The goal came in McGroarty’s first 
game of the campaign. Hugh McGing scored on the power play 11:52 into the second period, but Joel Blomqvist slammed the door shut from there. 
He made 23 saves to collect the victory. The Penguins are 6-2-0-0 on the road this season, and have outscored opponents 32-21 (+11). Their 12 
standings points on the road this season are the second most in the AHL (Manitoba, 13).
