This is the third of four meetings between the Wolf Pack and the Monsters this season. It is the first of two at PeoplesBank Arena. The 
sides will conclude their season series on Friday night. The Wolf Pack claimed each of the first two meetings in Ohio back in November. 
The club claimed a 6-4 decision in the first meeting on Nov. 28. The Wolf Pack led 4-2 after two periods of play, but a pair of Luca Del 
Bel Belluz power play goals at 45 seconds and 2:13 of the third period drew the Monsters even. Bryce McConnell-Barker’s second 
goal of the night came at 11:16, breaking the tie and putting the Wolf Pack ahead for good. Trey Fix-Wolansky, in his return to 
Cleveland, hit the empty net at 19:30 to cement the win. The goal was his second of the night. The next night, the Wolf Pack trailed 2-0 
after two periods of play but stormed back to win 3-2. Gabe Perreault scored twice in the final frame, including a power play strike at 
18:59 that stood as the game-winning goal. Fix-Wolansky had the other goal in Hartford’s win. Spencer Martin made 35 saves and 
earned first star honors in the Nov. 29 victory. This is Cleveland’s first trip to Hartford since Feb. 22, 2024. The Monsters went 2-0-0-0 in 
Hartford during the 2023-24 season, winning 4-3 in a shootout on Feb. 22 and 4-3 in overtime on Dec. 6.  
 
Wolf Pack Notebook: 
The Wolf Pack won their second straight game at home on Saturday night, defeating the Hershey Bears 5-2. Andrew Cristall opened 
the scoring 6:52 into the game, but Fix-Wolansky drew Hartford even at 8:32 with a strike from the right-wing circle. Carey Terrance 
put the Wolf Pack ahead for good at 18:02, beating Garin Bjorklund through the five-hole. Terrance then extended the lead to 3-1 at 
1:28 of the second period, beating Bjorklund by the right pad. Fix-Wolansky’s second goal of the night came 10:04 into the third 
period when he deflected home a Cooper Moore shot from the point. Grant Cruikshank got the Bears within two at 15:14 of the third 
period off a turnover, but Adam Sýkora hit an empty net at 17:36 to ensure victory. The win improved the Wolf Pack to 5-2-0-0 in their 
last seven games. On Monday, Fix-Wolansky was named the AHL’s ‘Player of the Week’ after recording seven points (5 g, 2 a) in 
three games.  
 
Monsters Notebook: 
The Monsters fell 3-1 to the Grand Rapids Griffins on home ice on Saturday night. Just 54 seconds into the game, Tyler Angle gave 
the Griffins a lead they never lost. Gabriel Seger made it 2-0 at 11:48, potting the eventual game-winning goal. Roman Ahcan got the 
Monsters on the board 3:02 into the second period, but that was as close as they were able to draw it. Carter Mazur put the Griffins out 
of reach 8:48 into the third period, lighting the lamp for the sixth time this season. The Monsters are 14-11-2-0 on the road this season. 
They have lost each of their last two away from home, however.
