
 
 

Head-to-head: 
This is the seventh of eight meetings between the Wolf Pack and the Checkers this season. It is the third of four meetings at 
PeoplesBank Arena. The sides will conclude their season series tomorrow afternoon at 3:00 p.m. in Hartford. The Wolf Pack are 4-2-0-0 
against the Checkers this season. They won three of four in North Carolina, posting a 3-1-0-0 record. The sides have split two prior 
meetings in Hartford, with both teams posting records of 1-1-0-0. The Wolf Pack scored a pair of 5-2 victories in the most recent 
meetings in Charlotte on Mar. 17 and Mar. 18. Trey Fix-Wolansky scored a four-on-three powerplay goal on Mar. 17, making it a 3-0 
game at the time. That goal stood as the game-winning goal. The Checkers got the game to 3-2 in the third period before two goals in 
less than a minute from Connor Mackey and Carey Terrance allowed the Wolf Pack to pull away. The next night, the Wolf Pack 
jumped out to a 5-0 lead before cruising to a 5-2 final. Adam Sýkora’s shorthanded goal 17:49 into the game made it 3-0 at the time 
and stood as the game-winning goal. Dylan Roobroeck struck twice in the Mar. 18 victory, collecting his first multi-goal game of the 
season. Dylan Garand was the winning goaltender both nights. The Wolf Pack won 4-1 on Oct. 29 at PeoplesBank Arena, while the 
Checkers scored a 7-1 victory on Jan. 28. 
 
Wolf Pack Notebook: 
The Wolf Pack dropped their second straight game on Sunday, falling 6-3 to the Rochester Americans to end their five-game road trip. 
The Wolf Pack went 2-3-0-0 on the trip. Hartford jumped out to a 3-1 lead on goals from Fix-Wolansky, Anton Blidh, and Brody 
Lamb, but five unanswered goals from the Amerks allowed them to collect two points. Konsta Helenius recorded a hat-trick in the 
victory, scoring the Amerks’ first three goals. He tied the game just 30 seconds into the second period with a breakaway goal while the 
sides played four-on-four. Jake Leschyshyn potted the game-winning goal off a backdoor feed at 13:29 of the second period, making it 
4-3 at the time. Jagger Joshua and Vsevolod Komarov both struck in the third period to put the game away. Wolf Pack G Dylan 
Garand (3/22 Vs. Winnipeg) and F Adam Sýkora (3/25 at Toronto) each made their NHL debuts within the past week with the parent 
New York Rangers. Lamb has points in four straight games (2 g, 2 a) entering action tonight.  
 
Checkers Notebook: 
The Checkers dropped a 3-2 decision to the Bridgeport Islanders in Southern Connecticut on Wednesday night. The Islanders scored 
three times in the middle frame to jump out to a 3-0 lead. Matthew Highmore struck twice, while Adam Beckman also lit the lamp. 
Highmore’s second goal, scored at 17:41 of the second period, stood as the game-winning goal. Tobias Björnfot got the Checkers on 
the board 6:13 into the third period, then Robert Mastrosimone made it 3-2 at 7:28. That’s as close as the Checkers were able to draw 
it, however. Charlotte is 2-3-0-0 in their last five games. Thanks to Springfield’s loss to Providence on Wednesday night, the Checkers 
clinched a berth in the 2026 Calder Cup Playoffs.
