This is the 12th and final meeting between the Hartford Wolf Pack and Bridgeport Islanders this season. With the Islanders relocating to 
Hamilton, ON, this summer, tonight marks the final ‘Battle of Connecticut’ in AHL history. The Islanders have claimed seven of the first 
eleven meetings, posting a record of 7-4-0-0. The Wolf Pack are just 4-7-0-0 against the Islanders to this point. Bridgeport’s final regular 
season home game in franchise history at Total Mortgage Arena came on Sunday in the most recent meeting between these rivals. The 
Islanders claimed a 4-1 victory in front of over 7,000 fans. Bryce McConnell-Barker struck 1:14 in for the Wolf Pack off a turnover, but 
Hartford failed to light the lamp the rest of the night. Matthew Maggio tied the game from the slot on the power play at 7:19, then Ethan 
Bear snapped home the game-winning goal from the right-wing circle at 12:35. In the second period, Adam Beckman struck via a 
shorthanded breakaway at 18:22, making it 3-1 at the time. Chris Terry applied the dagger 4:12 into the third period, making it 4-1. 
 
Wolf Pack Notebook: 
The Wolf Pack are just 2-3-0-0 at home against the Islanders this season. They rolled to a 6-0 victory in the most recent meeting 
between the foes at PeoplesBank Arena on Mar. 6. Trey Fix-Wolansky had four points (2 g, 2 a) in the victory, while Spencer Martin 
turned in a 22-save shutout. The Wolf Pack are 76-37-2-6-5 (W-L-T-OTL-SOL) all-time against the Bridgeport franchise on home ice. 
Since Bridgeport changed it’s name from the Sound Tigers to the Islanders, the Wolf Pack are 17-8-0-1 (W-L-OTL-SOL) against them 
on home ice. The Wolf Pack enter tonight’s game having dropped their last six games (0-4-1-1) at home. Over the weekend, the 
professional tryout agreements for F Daniel Walcott and D Travis Dermott expired. Both players are now free agents.  
 
Islanders Notebook: 
Thanks to their victory on Sunday, the Islanders clinched a spot in the 2026 Calder Cup Playoffs. This is Bridgeport’s first appearance in 
the Calder Cup Playoffs since 2022. Their victory on Sunday was also their tenth straight win on home ice. That marks a new franchise 
record for the Islanders. The Isles are just 11-17-2-3 on the road this season. The club has lost each of it’s last two road games and has 
just one victory in its last ten away from Total Mortgage Arena (1-7-0-2). Currently, the Islanders occupy the fourth seed in the Atlantic 
Division with 72 points. They sit three points up on the Hershey Bears (69 pts), four up on the Springfield Thunderbirds (68 pts), and six 
up on the Lehigh Valley Phantoms (66 pts).
