This is the fourth and final meeting between the Wolf Pack and the Bears this season. The Wolf Pack have won each of the first three 
meetings. The Bears are 0-1-2-0 against the Wolf Pack this season. The Wolf Pack claimed overtime victories of 3-2 on Jan. 14 and 5-4 
on Jan. 20 in Hershey. Brett Berard scored the overtime game-winning goal on Jan. 14, while Bryce McConnell-Barker applied the 
dagger on Jan. 20. In the most recent meeting, played in Hartford on Mar. 7, the Wolf Pack claimed a 5-2 victory. Trey Fix-Wolansky 
and Carey Terrance each scored twice in the victory, with Terrance’s second goal standing as the game-winner. Fix-Wolansky has 
five goals in three games against the Bears this season, including a hat-trick on Jan. 20 in Hershey.  
 
Wolf Pack Notebook: 
The Wolf Pack dropped their fifth straight game (0-3-1-1) last night by a final score of 4-2 in Bridgeport against the Bridgeport Islanders. 
The Pack was done in by three goals against in the first period. Daylan Kuefler broke the ice at 4:49, beating Spencer Martin through 
the five-hole on a backhand bid. Cam Thiesing made it 2-0 at 14:16, striking from the right-wing point with a screen in front. Marshall 
Warren then beat Martin by the glove at 18:07, striking from the left-wing circle. Fix-Wolansky got the Wolf Pack on the board 5:54 
into the second period, then McConnell-Barker made it 3-2 2:56 into the third, but the early hole was too much to overcome. Henrik 
Tikkanen made 14 third period saves, while Matthew Highmore hit an empty net at 18:47 to cement the Isles eighth straight home win.
